Program Description:

· The objective of SEADI’s capacity building program is to equip the Indonesian government officials, business associations, universities or research institutions with professional-level human resource needed to carry out the duties in Economics, Public Policy, or other SEADI related fields like Finance, Management, Accounting, Insurance, and Actuarial Science. 

· Preference will be given to areas of study and participants’ institutions that contribute to Indonesia’s development along the line of the SEADI project which aims at increasing employment and reducing poverty through improved economic policies, particularly in the areas of trade, investment, business climate, labor markets, and long term capital (insurance, pensions and mutual funds.) 
· Three to six months of pre-departure training in English and subject matters may be provided as needed to assist candidates to qualify for US graduate programs. 

· One option for training is a Masters in Applied Economics at Georgia State University with focus on Macro Policy. 
Qualifications:
· The program is open to employees of government, business associations, research centers, and universities with preference for institutions involved in SEADI activities.  
· Candidates should be nominated by their respective institutions.
· Candidates must have good academic and employment track records and promising future in government, business associations, research centers, and universities. 

· Every attempt will be made to balance candidate selection by gender.
· Candidates must have a high degree of proficiency in English (TOEFL of at least 500) and demonstrated academic capability that would qualify them for an advanced degree program overseas.
· Candidates must have at least fifteen pre-retirement years of work remaining after completion of their studies.
